GULF COAST HURRICANE RECOVERY

The annual Jimmy and Roselyn Carter Work
Project was held May 11-16 along the Gulf Coast
from Mobile, Alabama, to Houston, Texas.

* Be targeted to low-income households;

* Be crafted to ensure compatibility with other
federal housing programs; and

* Encourage responsible efficiency standards and
green building principles.
